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These instructions are meant to get you collecting data ASAP, and are way simplified. There are lots and lots of cool features to be used, so feel free to read the instructions!





To store a position for high accuracy post processing later:





Turn on (press bottom button)





Hit escape (Esc) until “Main Menu” appears at top





Go to number 2, “Position” – enter (center button with yellow diamond)





Wait until “Old Position” changes to “GPS position”





Escape





Go to number 1, “Data Capture”





Choose number 1 “Open Rov. File”


Choose 5, Select feature


Pick one of the 5 types of features 


Choose “Proceed” when prompted “Phase processor required to use high-acc. Data!”





Collect data for at least 5 minutes. In general, the longer you collect data, the more accurate the position will be. 





While data are being collected, you can rename the feature (hit enter, then scroll through letters and numbers, very similar to Garmin)





Choose “Close feature”





Go to next point. You can turn the power off between points.





Choose 3 “Close file” when finished with a set of points.





Choose 5 “Rename file” to rename the set of points – up to 8 characters. Default name for the file is R for “rover file”, the month and day, then the hour in Greenwich mean time, then a letter signifying the first (A), second (B), third (C) etc. file for that hour.








You can also record your approximate position much as you would use the Garmins by choosing  number 2 “Position” from the main menu and reading the display. This position is not very accurate (+ 100m or so).








Download instructions:





Attach GPS to Computer


Turn on GPS


Start Pathfinder Office software


Select default project (or name a new project)


From the utilities menu select data transfer


Select the file(s) you wish to transfer and press “Add”, or choose “Add All”, then “Transfer”
